Major General Broadway assumed duties as Deputy Commanding General United States Army Reserve, Training and Doctrine Command on July 23, 2008, after serving as Commanding General, 89th Regional Readiness Command.
Major General Rita M. Broadway was born in Wichita, Kansas.  She earned a Bachelor of Science degree in Chemical Science from Kansas State University, Manhattan, Kansas.  Major General Broadway was the first female cadet to receive an Army ROTC commission from Kansas State University in May 1976, when she entered active duty.

Major General Broadway attended both the Transportation Officer Basic Course and Chemical Officer Basic Course.  She served as the Chief, Nuclear Biological Chemical Branch and School, Fort Eustis, Virginia, until transferring to the Army Reserve in September 1979.
Since joining the Army Reserve, Major General Broadway has served in various staff assignments with the 89th Regional Readiness Command.  These assignments included , Deputy Commanding General; Plans Officer in the office of the Deputy Chief of Staff, Operations and Deputy Chief of Staff, Logistics; Chief, Manpower and Force Development; Chief, Reserve Personnel Division; and Secretary to the General Staff.  Major General Broadway accepted an Active Guard Reserve tour in September 1985 and served as the Nuclear Biological Chemical Officer for the 89th Army Reserve Command; then as Associate Professor of Military Science, Reserve Officer Training Corps Department, University of Oklahoma.  After her Active Guard Reserve tour she returned to the 89th Army Reserve Command in October 1992 and later commanded the 387th Replacement Battalion (Personnel and Administration).  In June 1999, she assumed command of the 561st Corps Support Group, Omaha, Nebraska.  In August 2002, she became the Deputy Commanding General to the 89th Regional Readiness Command and in April 2005, she assumed duties as the Commanding General, 89th Regional Readiness Command.

Major General Broadway’s military decorations include Distinguished Service Medal, Legion of Merit; Meritorious Service Medal with Four Oak Leaf Clusters; the Army Commendation Medal with Two Oak Leaf Clusters; the Army Achievement Medal with One Oak Leaf Cluster; the Reserve Component Achievement Medal; and the National Defense Service Medal.  

Major General Broadway’s military education includes the Transportation Officer Basic Course, Chemical Officer Basic and Advance Courses, Combined Arms Service and Staff School, Multi-functional Logistics Course, Command and General Staff College and the Army War College.
